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Sub: Depression over Southwest and adjoining Southeast Bay of Bengal

The Depression over Southwest and adjoining Southeast Bay of Bengal
remained practically stationary during past 06 hours and lay centered at 2330 hours IST
of yesterday, the 23 December over the same region near latitude 10.6°N and
longitude 85.4°E about 510 km east-northeast of Trincomalee (Sri Lanka), 610 km east
of Nagappattinam (Tamil Nadu) and 630 km east-southeast of Chennai (Tamil Nadu).

It is likely to move slowly over Southwest Bay of Bengal, make a loop over the
same region and then move west-southwestwards towards Comorin Area across Sri
Lanka during next 48 hours.
